Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the above proposal. The
Department of Water (DoW) originally provided comments on the planned
rezoning of Lots 999 Kearsley Road & 106 Mcl.ean Road from 'Rural’ to 'Special
Residential’ on 14 September 2006. At this time, DoW raised the issue of the
north-west corner of Lot 999 (approximately 6500m?) being within the Scotsdale
Brook Public Drinking Water Source Area (PDWSA). Further comments are
provided below:

Scotsdale Brook PDWSA

Priority areas within Scotsdale Brook PDWSA have not been assigned, and the
future use of Scotsdale Brook is undetermined, however the Scotsdale Brook still
has a high ecological value and value as a water resource and therefore the DoW
has a responsibility fo ensure it is protected. It is acknowledged that this area only
covers a small portion of Lot 999, however DoW guidelines recommend a
minimum 1 hectare lot size for unsewered subdivisions in Priority 3 areas (lowest
priority classification for PDWSAs).

Remnant Vegetation

Due fo the location of the Lots within the Denmark River catchment, the DoW
supports the plan fo retain the remnant Karri and Yellow Tingle trees in the south
west corner of Lot 999 and alongside Mclean Road. The proposed subdivision
should be designed to ensure all remnant vegetation is protected where possible,
including the use of Restrictive Covenants where required.

Subdivision Stormwater Management

The location of a planned drainage reserve in the south-east corner of Lot 998 is
noted. The DoW acknowledges that more detailed information relating to the
management of stormwater will be required at the subdivision stage, in particular
demonstrating how infiltration will be achieved at source, and how large flows will

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be managed, taking into account the wider drainage strategy for the Wishart
Place precinct. The DoW recommends the following condition:

A detailed Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP) be prepared and
implemented in accordance with Water Sensitive Urban Design principles as
detailed in the Stormwater Managemeni Manual for WA. This plan should be
developed in consultation with the Shire of Denmark, to the satisfaction of the
DoW.
